This nmeeting
is being held in the hybrid format to
enhance public participation.

| would |ike to acknowl edge the
presence of a quorumw th the participation
of Comm ssi oner Brady, Comm ssioner
Driscoll, and Comm ssioner Urbani a.

| would |ike to have the agenda read,
mar ked, and entered into the record as Gas
Comm ssi on Exhibit #1.

EXEC. DI R. McCLENDON: "The
Phi | adel phia Gas Comm ssion will hold a
Speci al Meeting on Thursday, August 29th, at
10:00 a.m in the Conm ssion's hearing room
on the 18th Floor, 1515 Arch Street,

Phi | adel phi a, Pennsylvania, with a virtual
option for those who cannot attend in

person, for the purpose of considering:
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"1. Proposed Regul ations on Policies
for Proceedi ngs before the Phil adel phia Gas
Comm ssi on; and

"2. Such other business as may
properly be brought before this Comm ssion."

(Wher eupon PGC Exhibit #1 was marked
for identification.)

CHAI RMAN BROWN:  Thank you.

The first item on our agenda is the
adopti on of new regul ati ons governing the
conduct of proceedi ngs before the Gas
Conmmi ssi on.

Section 8-407 of the Phil adel phi a
Honme Rul e Charter states that "Except as
ot herwi se specifically provided in this
Charter, every departnent, board and
comm ssion i s hereby enpowered to make such
reasonabl e regul ati ons as may be necessary
and appropriate in the exercise of its
powers and performance of its duties under
this Charter or under any statute or

or di nance. "
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The section further addresses the
met hods by which these powers nmay be
exerci sed.

The proposed regul ati ons have been
drafted and reviewed by the City of
Phi | adel phi a Law Departnment, which issued a
meno approving themas to form and
subst ance.

The proposed regul ations and the Law
Departnment's nmeno shall be entered into the
record as Gas Comm ssion Exhibits #2 and #3
respectively.

(Wher eupon PGC Exhibits #2 and #3
were marked for identification.)

CHAI RMAN BROWN:  Bef ore novi ng
forward, because the intent of the
Comm ssion's actions on this agenda item
today is to adopt regul ations governing the
conduct of proceedings before this
Comm ssion, this matter will not follow the
standard procedures that the Comm ssion

typically utilizes in its budgetary
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proceedi ngs but, rather, the procedures
prescri bed by Section 8-407 of the Home Rul e
Charter.

Those procedures require that the
Comm ssi on adopt any proposed regul ati ons at

a Comm ssion neeting, after which the

Comm ssion will file themwith the City
Records Departnment. The Records Depart nent
wi Il then advertise the proposed

regul ations.

It is during this tinme that nenbers
of the public will have an opportunity to
review the proposed regul ations and, if they
have any comments, they may request a
heari ng before the Comm ssi on.

If no one requests a hearing, the
proposed regulations will becone final in 30
days.

If a hearing is requested, the
Comm ssion will hold a hearing with the Law
Depart nent present and, after the concl usion
of the hearing, issue a report detailing any
changes to the proposed regulations that are

the result of the testinony taken at the
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heari ng.

The regul ations will then becone
effective 10 days after the filing of the
Comm ssion's report.

On Septenmber 23, 2022, PGW submtted
a formal request and proposal to the
Comm ssion seeking to revise and formally
codify changes to the Conm ssion's
procedures related to the review of PGW s
annual Capital and Operating Budgets.

This request, along with its attached
appendi x, shall be entered into the record
as PGW Exhi bit #1.

(VWher eupon PGW Exhi bit #1 was marked
for identification.)

CHAI RMAN BROWN: Al t hough t he
adoption of regulations is a regulatory
process governed by Section 8-407 of the
Phi | adel phia Home Rule Charter, PGW the
Publ i c Advocate, POWER Interfaith, and Loca
686 were afforded an opportunity to offer

written conments on the proposed regul ati ons
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prior to the Law Departnment undertaking its
work in drafting them

On Decenber 9, 2022, both the
Advocate and POVER respectively submtted
written coments.

These coments shall be entered into
the record as Public Advocate Exhibit #1 and
POVWER Interfaith Exhibit #1.

(Vher eupon PA Exhibit #1 and POVAER
Exhi bit #1 were marked for identification.)

CHAI RMAN BROWN: The Public Advocate
fielded additional witten coments on
June 5, 2020, which will be entered into the
record as Public Advocate Exhibit #2.

(Wher eupon PA Exhi bit #2 was marked
for identification.)

CHAI RMAN BROWN: Additionally, Local
686 submtted witten comments on July 25,
2024.

Al t hough all of the coments received
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fromthe above-named partici pants have been
fully considered in drafting the regul ati ons
before the Comm ssion today, we would Iike
to provide each with the opportunity to
offer brief coments if they wish to do so.

First we will hear from PGW and
M . Dasent.

THE COURT REPORTER: Andre, we cannot
hear you.

MR. DASENT: Can you hear nme now?

THE COURT REPORTER: Yes.

MR. DASENT: Ckay. Thank you.

At the | ast August 13 neeting we had
an opportunity for PGWto offer our comments
and we stand by those comments. |If you'll
recall, we indicated that the PGC should
menorialize its regulations in witing and
procedures in writing.

And that was the thrust of our
request going back, you know, 10, 15, and
into the nore recent past, that request that
we made of the Comm ssion in the very recent
past .

The Law Departnent's draft is a
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starting point in this process of
menorializing regulations. W would like to
review the final regulations so that we can
intelligently comment on what's been
approved, what the process m ght be going
forward, and to offer our input as well as
to the particulars; as | nmentioned before,
budget transfers, budget reauthorizations,
Capi tal Budget anmendnents, how woul d that be
affected by the process, and other things
that are nore detailed in nature.

But this is the opportunity to hear
fromothers today as to their comments and
to witness the deliberations of the
Conmmi ssi on.

But, again, it's a first step in a
process, and we have outlined the process,
Chai rman Brown, and we will participate in
that process. And if a hearing is required,
we will request it.

CHAI RMVAN BROWN: Thank you --

MR. DASENT: Thank you.

CHAI RMVAN BROWN: -- M. Dasent.

M. Ballenger, are there any
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statements on behalf of the Advocate?

MR. BALLENGER: Good nor ni ng,

Comm ssioners. |I'mat the age where | have
to take these off to read, so you're al
blurry, but I can see this now.

Robert Ball enger here for the Public
Advocat e.

| won't repeat ny statenments fromthe
August 13 Gas Conmm ssion nmeeting here in
full, but I would be remss if | did not
convey to you, again, ny strong opposition
to any procedural regulations that prohibit
interested parties fromfully participating
on the sanme terns and conditions as PGW and
t he Public Advocate.

And for the record, | want to
acknow edge that ny comments at the | ast
nmeeting as well as today are based upon the
draft regul ations that were sent by email
t hat Conm ssion Chairman Brown referred to
to me, PGWs counsel, POANER s counsel, and
PGW s Union on May 27, nore than three
nont hs ago; and to also clarify for the

record, we have not submtted any written
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coments on those regul ati ons.

Those were provided to us in advance
of the June 11 neeting with the statenment
that those would be explicitly voted on on
June 11 without the opportunity to provide
written input.

So the parties that currently
participate in PGW budget review proceedi ngs
have really not been able to provide their
views as to what acceptabl e procedural
regul ati ons would | ook |ike, and | think
M. Dasent alluded to that.

So as a result, instead of offering
i nput and suggestion, our comments have
really focused on the deficiencies and

problems with the proposed regul ati ons and

so until now -- and actually apparently not
until now -- apparently if you vote these,
these will go to the Department of Public

Records and, again, as | think you've
stated, they'll becone final in 30 days

unl ess a hearing is requested and so we have
to go through the Charter process, and I'm

going to tell you why | think that's not the
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right way to go here in a mnute.

There has been no effort to narrow
t he range of issues presented by these
regul ations informally anongst the parties
with the assistance of Comm ssion Staff.

| think at your August 13 neeting
M. Dasent, on behalf of PGW referenced the
procedural regul ations of the Phil adel phi a
Water, Sewer and Stormwvater Rate Board. He
asserted that the Gas Conmm ssion should try
to mmc those regul ati ons and ot her agency
procedural regul ations.

| nportantly, the Water Rate Board's
regul ations and its procedural guidelines,
its internal guidelines, were |argely
crafted through a coll aborative process that
i ncluded the Water Departnent represented by
M. Dasent, the Public Advocate represented
by CLS, and counsel for the Water Rate
Boar d.

Mor eover, the Water Rate Board's
regul ations explicitly authorized interested
parties to fully participate in that

agency's proceedi ngs.
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In my experience, it's comon for a
city agency to seek input fromthe advocates
it knows will be affected by its proposed
regul ati ons in advance of voting.

The Water Departnent, for exanple,
routinely seeks CLS' input prior to adopting
nodi fications to its custoner service and
assi stance program regul ati ons.

As | nmentioned on August 13, our
services are provided pursuant to a
consulting contract. As your consultant, we
remai n avail able to assist and coll aborate
in an effort to craft regul ati ons,
procedural regulations, that we think would
be appropriate for your consideration, and
t hese are not them

And | think that's consistent with
the process M. Dasent alluded to on
August 13, al though what he nentioned really
today was follow ng the Charter process.

But one of the reasons | think you
heard such significant concerns is because
t he process has not so far actively involved

the participants in crafting regul ations
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that would affect them

What | believe before you today is an
up and down vote, up or down vote, on these
procedural regulations. | urge you to vote
no.

| nstead, require your Staff to
convene an appropri ate stakehol der process
that allows PGW the Public Advocate, POWER,
and any other interested participants to
col | aborate, to seek to craft procedural
regul ati ons which we can support, or at
| east that include a narrower set of
controversies that ultimtely we won't have
to pursue through the Charter process, the
Charter framework process, or through other
means.

That's ny hope for today, is that you
consi der an alternative, consider what 1've
proposed i nstead.

| appreciate your consideration of ny
comments. |'m available to answer any
gquestions you may have.

MR. DASENT: Chairman Brown, if |
m ght ?
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MR. BALLENGER: |'Ill put ny gl asses
on so | can see you clearly.

CHAI RMAN BROWN: Any questions?

COWM SSI ONER URBANI A:  WAs t hat
M. Dasent trying to speak?

MR. DASENT: Yes. Just one
addi ti onal thought, Chairnman Brown.

Your process is different, as
M. Ballenger observed, than the Water Rate
Board process, where we had nore
conversation ahead of tine.

Whet her comments cone in now or
whet her they come in in the 30-day process,
however, they will be heard. And if we
request a hearing or any other participant
requests a hearing and the Law Depart nent
believes that it's necessary, given the
comments that are provided, that hearing can
be provided, and so | think everyone can be
hear d.

| think it's a nore condensed
process. |t doesn't make it wong. It's
just different fromwhat we did at the Water

Departnment. And | think we can get to a
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good place. W just have to all recognize
t hat everybody needs to be heard.

That's all | have.

CHAI RMAN BROWN:  Thank you,
M . Dasent.

COMM SSI ONER URBANI A: M. Chair nan,
may | ?

CHAI RMAN BROWN:  Sure.

COMM SSI ONER URBANI A: M . Ball enger,
| just want to say, you are heard, and |
appreciate your comments and feedback.

| want to rem nd everyone that these
proposed regul ations are able to be changed
again and we intend to do that because we've
been operating under a place for so |ong
wi t hout regul ations, period.

So | think this Comm ssion -- and
"1l speak for my opinion of this
Comm ssion -- is open to changing them
regularly with a | earning and an
under st andi ng of how t hi ngs go.

And as an aside, | just want to share
with the public, too, that |I'mexcited and

energi zed by the energy that's in this
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Comm ssion, this current Comm ssion, right
now, to take on some of these chall enges and
to address ot her chall enges that haven't
been addressed for quite sone tine.

So | amoptimstic that this is a
step in the process, not the end of the
process, if | may.

MR. BALLENGER: Thank you,

Comm ssioner. |If | may just respond, you
know, | fully recognize and appreciate the
energy in the roomtoday, what we've had
recently. Quite frankly, it's been
refreshing to have nore peopl e paying
attention to what we're doing here.

And | appreciate the willingness to
consi der changes in the future. | just,
again, think there are a ot nore issues
present in these regulations. | haven't
conpiled a list yet. But as but one
illustration, | don't agree with the
definition of "Public Advocate"” in your
regul ati ons.

So we can make those issues known

t hrough the Charter process. W're very
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famliar with it.

To respond a little bit to
M. Dasent, of course, that actually is the
process that the Water Rate Board goes
through to finalize regulations, is the
Charter process. |It's the only process by
whi ch agency regul ati ons are adopted in the
City of Phil adel phi a.

But, again, | do appreciate your
response and being heard today. | know you
all take this very seriously, as do I.

COW SSI ONER URBANI A:  Agai n,
wel cone this dialogue and | think this is an
ongoi ng di al ogue that we should continue to
have. And we're not going to get it right
right out of the gate. W 're going to
continue to work on it together.

MR. BALLENGER: Thank you.

CHAI RMAN BROWN:  Thank you.

Thank you, M. Ballenger.

M . MDougall, are there any
statements on behalf of POWNER Interfaith?

MR. McDOUGALL: Hi. Sorry; | am out

of town this week so |I'mjoining via Teans.
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|'ll be brief because |I think M. Ballenger
has articulated a |ot of the concerns that
POVER shar es.

POWER bel i eves that given the nunber
of issues at stake for PGWs investnments and
operations in the near termand nmediumterm
what we need is nmore participation and
transparency and not | ess.

We have been very concerned in
reviewing the draft regulations in terns of
the many ways in which PONER s ability to
participate, as it has in the past, are
actually being roll ed back.

We | ook forward to review ng any
proposal s that are presented, which we'l]l
review with care. But based on what we've
seen so far, we have significant concerns,
and we do oppose any nmeasure that w ||
abridge the ability of intervenors to
conduct discovery, cross-exam ne w tnesses,
present briefing, and otherwi se fully and
meani ngfully participate in the process.

| believe that we have a POAER nenber

who would |like to share sonme words today if
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that's okay. |[I'lIl cede the rest of ny tine
to him

EXEC. DIR. McCLENDON: M. McDougal |,
menbers of the public will have an
opportunity to speak after you and Local
686. So | would ask that those comments be
held until that tine.

MR. McDOUGALL: Okay. Thank you.

EXEC. DIR. McCLENDON: Thank you.

CHAI RMAN BROWN: Thank you,

Ten Council menbers signed a letter
stating that "This proposed regulation is
not in the best interest of our
constituents. [|I'murging the Gas Comm ssi on
to reject the proposed regul ation.”

The Public Advocate wrote a letter in
opposition of this proposed regul ation.

Many nenbers of the public have spoken in
opposition of this regul ation.

Wth that nmuch opposition fromthe
many rel evant voices, | am confused why it
was not rejected out of hand and | am
confused why the tenor of this neeting so
far is the assunption of adopting a proposal
that so many are criticizing only to work on
it later.

The Gas Commi ssion should not only
reject this regulation but should deeply
consi der how it noves forward, especially in

l'ight of City Council's Resol ution

Counci | members oppose this regul ati on sayi ng
that this proposed regulation is not in the
best interest of our constituents and urging
the Gas Comm ssion to reject this proposed
regul ation. The Public Advocate is also in
strong opposition of this regulation.

Hol ding this nmeeting on short notice

on August 29 is a troubling choice that
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reflects poorly on this Conm ssion.

Once again, as a PGWratepayer and a
citizen of Philadel phia, | oppose this
regul ati on.

We need everyone at the table to
figure this out. The tools that the
exi sting process provide which allow POVNER
and potentially other groups to request
i nformati on through discovery, to
Cross-exam ne witnesses, to file |egal
briefs, those all provide excellent tools
for hel ping the public participate in

shaping the future of our publicly owned
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utility that we own in line with these
goal s.

These are conplicated problens to
solve. POWER can and has pl ayed a
meani ngful, constructive role in addressing
t hem

| nstead of working together to nove
forward, that process of collectively, you
know, planning for the future, we have to
spend week after week fighting over whether
or not we get to have a seat at the table.

And | understand after this there
will be nore hearings, it's not over, but
why do we have to spend any tinme doing any
of that? The existing process provides
tools that we're using in a constructive and
effective way. | don't want to spend nore
weeks going to hearings and arguing over
whet her or not we get to be at the table.
It's just a total waste of tine.

There has been no justification
provided as to why it's necessary to excl ude
the public fromthe use of these tools that

we have been using constructively to
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participate in our denocracy and in the
governance of our publicly owned utility and
| just resent and amreally di sappointed
that we now are going to have to spend nore
time arguing over whether or not we can be
at the table instead of working together to
plan for the future of our City and our
utility.

| hope that you'll vote no and if you
don't, we'll just have to keep fighting
about it. We'Ill have to keep organi zing,
and | don't want to do that. | want to work
on how we can achi eve our collective goals
t oget her instead of fighting over whether or
not we get to have a voice in the process.
